Fruit DNA
Items Needed:
· 1/3 Cup of Fruit 
· ½ Cup of Water
· Clear dish soap
· (Inside black thermos) Ice cold rubbing alcohol (at least 70%)
· ½ TSP Salt
· Plastic bag
· Coffee filter
· Toothpicks
· 2 Clear glasses
· 2 Glass Microscope Slides
· Microscope
Directions:
1. Place 1/3 Cup of fruit in a plastic bag and mash it up really well.
2. We will break down the cell walls of the fruit with the help of dish soap, water, and salt. Mix these three ingredients together without making bubbles and add it to the bag of fruit. 
3. Remove as much air as possible and let the bag sit for 15 minutes.
4. Next, filter the mixture. Place a coffee filter or similar item in the other glass and filter the mixture. Throw away the rest of the fruit.
5. Add the alcohol by slowly pouring it down the side of the glass. The alcohol pulls the DNA from the juice in stringy white strands. 
6. Use toothpicks to remove DNA and place some on a slide to view under the microscope. 
We just extracted millions of tiny strands of DNA from a piece of fruit!
